Do not use containers of value. The Perth & Distric t Agricultural Society cannot be 
responsible for valuable containers. 

Hints for Exhibitors in the flower class: 

 All exhibits should be arranged attractively. 

�Cut flowers are to be shown in long stem and where possible, with foliage. 

 For taller stems and larger containers, use of cedar is recommended to hold the 
stems in place Note: Cedar used as a filler, is not to show above container level. 

 Flowers should be as uniform as possible. 

�Make sure to measure the diameter of the blooms and enter the proper size by sec-
tion. 

 A spray is a portion of the plant, with a number of flowers. 

�A stem is a plant structure, carrying one or more flowers and/or buds. 

�A bloom is an individual flower, one to a stem. 

�If a bud is not opened and not showing any colour, it does not count as a bloom and it 
is a good idea to remove it. 

�Exhibits must contain the exact number of flowers specified in the section. 

�Do not leave seed heads on the exhibit. 

�Watch for wilted petals. 

�Remove debris from pot. 

�In dahlia classes, green centres should not be showing and the blooms should be ap-
proximately 45 degree angle from stem. 

�Ideal gladiolus should be 1/3 open, 1/3 bud, 1/3 green. 

�Please use tall, sturdy container. 

�A snapdragon may have more than one spike, note what is specified for the section. 

 African violets should contain only a single crown, in a pot. 

�In a floral arrangement, the large flowers and strong colours should be at the base. 

 Flowers & plants must be insect and disease free to be eligible for judging.

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35 All is Safely Gathered In - Thanksgiving Pot et Fleur - An exhibit of growing 

plants, in or out of pots, packed lightly with moisture-retaining material, plus cut 
flowers in tubes of water, oasis or other material, all assembled in one container. 
Moss, decorative wood and rock may be included. No cut foliage is permitted. 
However, cut flowering and/or fruited branches may be used. 

36 Good enough to Eat - A variety of edible flowers and herbs to display on your ta-
ble. 
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37 Sunny Side Up - Use a mixture of vegetables and colourful flowers to create a ta-

ble centerpiece. Accessories may be used. 

38 Harvest Moon - An arrangement incorporating field crop(s) and fresh and/or dried 
flowers. Accessories may be used. 

39 Fall...Fabulous! - Flower arrangement in a hollowed out pumpkin, squash or 
gourd. Accessories may be used. 

40 Horn of Plenty - A centerpiece for Thanksgiving using flowers with fruit and/or 
vegetables in an attractive design. Accessories may be used.

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O.A.A.S Hand-Quilted General Rules: 
A   Entries must be solely made and hand quilted by the exhibitor and exhibited and judged 

at a local Ontario Association of Agricultural Societies (OAAS) to be eligible for this com-
petition. 

B.  Entry quilts must be a minimum of 324” measured on the perimeter (smaller quilts will not 
be eligible to proceed to the next levels of competition). 

C.  The winner’s name and pattern to be displayed at the fair on sign provided by O.A.A.S. 
D.  Judging will occur at local fairs and district levels. A Provincial Grand Champion Quilt will 

be selected at the Annual O.A.A.S Convention. 
E.  Upon making an entry into the Ontario Association of Agricultural Societies Quilt Compe-

tition, the Exhibitor agrees to participate in any promotional activities related to the com-
petition. 

F.  The winning Ontario Association of Agricultural Societies Champion Quilt will not be eligi-
ble to compete in any future District and/or Convention O.A.A.S competition. 

1� Pieced cotton quilt, minimum of 324” measured on the perimeter - S.M.A. This quilt 
must be hand quilted (all quilting to be done by hand). Name of quilt pattern printed 
on entry tag.�

2 Hand appliquéd quilt, minimum of 324” measured on the perimeter - S.M.A This 
quilt must be hand quilted (all quilting to be done by hand). Name of quilt pattern 
printed on entry tag.�

O.A.A.S Machine Quilted Quilt/Wall Hanging Rules: 
A.  Quilt/Wall Hanging must be solely made and machine quilted by the exhibitor and exhib-

ited and judged at a local Ontario Association of Agricultural Societies (OAAS) fair to be 
eligible for this competition. 

B.  Quilt/Wall Hanging to be measured on the perimeter. Total perimeter measurement to be 
a minimum of 192 inches or 480 cm. Note the article can be square, rectangular etc. 

C.  Judging will occur at local fairs and district levels. A Provincial Grand Champion Machine 
Quilted Quilt/Wall Hanging will be selected at the Annual OAAS Convention. 

D.  Upon making entry into the OAAS Machine Quilting Competition, the Exhibitor agrees to 
participate in any promotional activities related to the competition. 

E.  The winning OAAS Machine Quilted Quilt/Wall Hanging will not be eligible to compete in 
any future District and/or OAAS Provincial competition. 

F.  The winner’s name to be displayed at the fair on sign provided by OAAS. 
G.  The Quilt/Wall Hanging must visible machine quilting. 
 

3 Machine quilt/wall hanging, total perimeter measurement to be a minimum of 192” or 
480cm. Article must have visible machine quilting. May be quilted using long arm ma-
chine. Name of quilt pattern printed on entry tag.
